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This is an old parable about the grasshopper who decided to consult
the consultant of the animal kingdom, the owl, about a personal prob-
lem. The problem concerned the fact that the grasshopper suffered
each winter from severe pains due to the savage temperature. After a
number of these painful winters, in which all of the grasshopper’s
known remedies were of no avail, he presented his case to the vener-
able and wise owl.

The owl, after patiently listening to the grasshopper’s misery, so the
story goes, prescribed a simple solution: ‘Simply turn yourself into a
cricket, and hibernate during the winter.

The grasshopper jumped joyously away, profusely thanking the owl
for his wise advice. Later, however, after discovering that this impor-
tant knowledge could not be transformed into action, the grasshop-
per returned to the owl and asked him how he could perform this
metamorphosis.

The owl replied rather curtly, ‘Look, | gave you the principle; it’s up to
you to work out the details!’

We all know that story! We know the principles of church growth: More new people
and more new Christians! Now it's up to us to work out the details. Easy, huh?
Since 90% of our churches are declining year after year we must not have figured
it out yet.

So where is the answer? Obviously we have to first plan to grow. Which church
has the best chance of growing? The church of 25 in worship that is struggling to
make ends meet and living week-to-week in fear of what tomorrow may bring? Or
the church of 25 in worship that has put together a vision and mission plan to dou-
ble the attendance by next year?

It has been said that if we fail to plan, we are planning to fail. That is essential for
the local church. The Bible warns us that without a vision the people perish. God
does not desire for any church to perish. God, our God, is a God of Vision.

Over the next several months we are going to be laying out a plan to help your
church plan for its future and to address the issue of bringing in more new people
and more new Christians. We will be training new cluster leaders in August and
reaching out in new ways as we learn to work together in facing the future.

We know the principles — now it’s time to work out the details! Before it’s too late.
