What a statement of the
church!

People of resuscitation ministry are people who continually bring back
to life old programs, old concepts, old ideas, and old ways of doing things.
They don't see the need for new ideas. People of resuscitation ministry are
people who, when they plan for the new year, simply look at what was done
last year and redo it for next year. They take no risks, no new ways- only the
'tried and true.’

People of resurrection ministry, on the other hand, are just the oppo-
site. They are not threatened by new ideas and programs. In fact, people of
resurrection seek out and are energized by new ways to do things. When
planning for the coming year the people of resurrection ministry plan with their
eyes to the future - not on the past.

| guess whether we participate in resuscitation or resurrection ministry
depends, in part, on how we believe. Are we willing to let programs and ideas
die in order to have new ones? As frightening as it seems, are we willing to let
go of the past to face the future? Are we willing to look for different or uncon-
ventional ways to do things? Today is very different than yesterday - families,
work schedules, school, technology, and even the church all seem to change
daily. Do we have the faith and trust to allow God to lead the church of which
we are a part?

The New Testament speaks over and over about the hope we have in
the resurrection of Jesus Christ. The scriptures also remind us that we are
called to new life. Living out this hope as Christians sometimes involves risk,
change, and uncertainty.

Trusting ourselves, trusting the leadership we have elected in our
church, and most importantly, trusting God, we can be a resurrection people.

The regulation adopted in January is a result of the digital television transition completed in
June 2009. Until then, according to the FCC website, broadcast television stations used th

ued use of the 700 MHz iweless microphones could interfere with public safety and other transmis-
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
