1 Extravagant Generosity

good faith-formation, good service and outreach, and good generosity.

But it's the adjectives that take good churches and transform them into Effective, Dis-
ciple-Making places that are making a difference in today's world.
RADICAL - PASSIONATE - INTENTIONAL - RISK-TAKING - EXTRAVAGANT

And you don't even have to match them up in the right places. How about Extravagant
Hospitality? Risk-Taking Worship? Passionate Service and Outreach?

What if we could use ALL of the adjectives for each of the Acts 2 characteristics?
Radical, Passionate, Intentional, Risk-Taking, and Extravagant: Hospitality? Worship?
Faith-Formation? Service and Outreach? Generosity?

Here's an exercise for you. Have your leadership teams, committees, boards, or coun-
cils look at each of the Acts 2 characteristics and try to see how you could incorporate
EACH of the adjectives. How would that change things? What 'good' things would
have to be upgraded?

There are a lot of 'good' churches out there. But if we are going to be Churches that
are Making Disciples in order to Transform the World we need to move beyond 'good’
and move into the adjectives with a passion for the least, the last and the lost.
